🎨 Optional: Students may draw a poster or bring a picture about bullying to support their presentation.
📝 Note: Students will be asked critical thinking questions after their presentation. They should use their own words and share personal thoughts and opinions naturally, not memorized answers.

What is bullying, and explain how bullying is different from a joke.

What should you do if someone tries to provoke you or if you see bullying happening?

What types of bullying can happen, and how do they affect others? Explain 

How can we make our school a safe and happy place for everyone?
