National Contest Entry Guidelines

Application Period | 1 November 2025 to 31 January 2026

Target Applicants Students aged 15 and under residing in Jordan

Age Categories Category 1: 7 years and under
Category 2: 8-11 years
Category 3: 12-15 years

Artwork Regulations

1. Digital and hand-drawn artworks are accepted.
2. Artworks must have a clear title and description.
Paper Size: 400 mm x 550 mm (15.7 - 21.7 inches) or smaller.
e Recommended size: A3 or Tabloid (A4, Quarto and Octavo are also accepted).
e Paper of any color, material or shape is accepted.
e Artworks thicker than 5 mm will be rejected.
4. Drawing Materials:
e All drawing materials are allowed (colored pencils, markers, crayons or paints).
e Artworks generated using computers or similar devices are accepted.



e Collages or cutout images are allowed for plain drawings (excluding those that may
stain other artworks or require special handling).
5. Unaccepted Artworks:
e Artworks that do not adhere to the above regulations.
e Collaborative pieces by multiple participants.
e Artworks created by someone other than the participant.
e Artworks with an incomplete entry form or missing information.
o Artworks that resemble previous contest submissions and famous paintings or
include trademarked characters.
e Artworks using photography, free images and purchased products (posters, wrapping
paper, newspapers, etc.).
e Al-generated artworks.
6. File Size: Between 1 MB and 5 MB, with approximately 300 pixels per artwork.
7. File Format: JPG and PNG. PDF drawings will be excluded.
8. Artworks and entry forms must be submitted together.
