Read the passage: All around us, there are things that move, grow, and change, and others that stay the same. These are called living and non-living things. Living things are full of life. They can breathe, eat, grow, move, and have young ones. For example, a cat eats food, grows into an adult, and gives birth to kittens. A plant grows from a tiny seed into a big tree. Both animals and plants need air, water, and sunlight to survive. They also respond to changes around them — for instance, some flowers close their petals at night.
On the other hand, non-living things do not grow, breathe, or reproduce. They do not need food or water, and they cannot move on their own. Examples include rocks, chairs, and water. These things may change shape or position if something acts on them, but they do not do it by themselves. Even though non-living things do not have life, they are still very important. For example, water helps plants grow, and rocks can protect small animals from danger.
Living and non-living things depend on each other in many ways. Without air, water, and sunlight — which are all non-living — no living thing could survive. That’s why both are needed for life on Earth to stay balanced.
