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Final Project: Financial Planning Group Project

This is your final project for this term. You will work in groups to create a Financial Planning Project. You will learn how to plan, save, spend, and manage money wisely — just like real adults do!
Project Goal
The goal of this project is to:
- Understand the importance of money and how to use it responsibly.
- Learn how to plan a budget for real-life situations.
- Practice teamwork, creativity, and presentation skills.
Group Work
- Each group will have 4–5 students.
- You will work together to complete all parts of the project.
- Everyone must share ideas and help each other.
Project Task
Your group will:
1. Choose a goal that needs financial planning.
   Examples:
   - Planning a school trip
   - Organizing a birthday party
   - Saving to buy a bicycle or tablet
   - Setting up a small charity event

2. Plan your budget:
   - How much money you have.
   - What things you need to spend on.
   - How much each thing costs.
   - How you will save or get more money.

3. Create a presentation/poster showing:
   - Your project title and group members’ names.
   - A list of expenses and income.
   - A budget chart or table.
   - Pictures or drawings of your plan.
   - A short explanation of how your group made decisions.
