Point of view: Third point of view
Characters: grandfather, grandson (Misha), son (Father), daughter-in-law (Son’s wife/ Mother) Parents
Theme: A theme in a piece of writing, a talk, or a discussion is an important idea or subject that runs through it.
1. Respect old people.
2. Treat others the way you want them to treat you. 
3. We can learn a lesson from everyone, even those who are much younger.
4. Sometimes we grow/ change when we learn a new lesson or value in life. 
Setting: Place & time: A hut, a long time ago
This short folktale “The Old Grandfather and His Little Grandson” tells how a grandfather becomes feeble/ weak and is treated like a baby until his little grandson imitates his parents’ behavior, causing them to realize their mistakes.
Paraphrase: to repeat something written or spoken using different words, often in a humorous form or in a simpler and shorter form that makes the original meaning clearer
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
