Third: food web
Main terms and ideas.
1. Producer: organism that make their own food “such as plants”
2. Consumers: living thing that eat other living things “such as animals”.
3. Herbivore: consumers that eat plants.
4. Carnivore: consumers that eat other animals.
5. Omnivore: consumes that eat both plants and animals.
6. Prey: an animal that is caught and killed by another for food.
7. Predator: an animal that lives by killing and eating other animals.
8. Top predator:  a predator at the top of a food chain, without natural predators of its own
· Remember the organisms in an ecosystem all depend on one another for many things, not just food.
· We say they area interdependent for example, birds use trees for shelter and plants use animals waste to help them grow. (The waste contains minerals salts).
· Populations change depending on how much food is available.
· Organisms with the best adaptations to get the resources are more likely to survive and produce. The others may move away or die
