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Facts about tropical rainforests:
1. Poison arrow frog is a brightly colored frog that is covered with poisons to keep the enemies away
2. Trees in tropical rain forest are huge and towering.
3. Howler monkey has strange sound.

4. Almost all the nutrients in a rainforest are inside living things. When a living thing dies, specialized organisms (decomposers) break it down and release nutrients. Plants nearby quickly reuse the nutrients for their own growth. Nutrients do not stay in the soil for very long. 
5. Tropical rainforests carry out photosynthesis more than any other land ecosystem because of the plenty amount of water, sunlight and the warm temperature.
