 Solution: when substance has dissolved in a liquid. (often, they are transparent).
is made up of solute, solvent.
Solute: the substance that has dissolved in a liquid. (small amount)
solvent: the liquid in which a substance dissolves to make a solution. (large amount).
Soluble solute: a substance that dissolves in a solvent.
Insoluble solute: substance that don’t dissolve in a solvent.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The conservation of mass: (the mass solution = the mass of the dissolved substance + the mass of the liquid ).
Saturated solution: that contains so much dissolved solute that no more solute can dissolve in it. 
The solubility of a solute: the mass that will dissolve in 100 g of a solvent.
