🔵 Critical Thinking (Sample Answers)
17. Why does the poet compare Triumph and Disaster to “impostors”?
Because both success and failure can be misleading; they are temporary and should not control your emotions. They can trick you into feeling too proud or too defeated.
18. Which challenge in the poem is the hardest to follow today? Why?
Answers will vary. Example:
“Keeping calm when others panic is the hardest today because social media spreads fear and stress quickly.”
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
